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TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 

00:03  
The first unit out from 1st 
Commando was a Bren 
carrier to harass and delay 
the enemy. Sadly this failed 
as it was destroyed 
attacking a single group of 
Panzer Grenadiers!

00:10 
1st Commando push to the 
centre and to the north-east 
while 8th Armour push 
down the western flank. 

�
00:10  
Initial British defences in 
the centre

00:10  
Axis forces are pushing 
through the north and the 
annoyingly fast kettenkrads 
have even captured the 
British base sector. 
 
Meanwhile to the west, the 
first enemy Puma has 
already appeared and is 
engaging the Americans. 

�
00:12  
The pumas are joined by 
PE infantry half-trucks and 
move to attack the British 
HQ truck. 
 

�
00:12  
The British desperately 
struggle to get sappers out 
to build an AT gun while 
the brave American 
riflemen throw themselves 
(and their sticky bombs) at 
the merciless pumas . 

�



00:13  
The 17-pounder AT 
emplacement is finally 
completed and helps finish 
off the last enemy vehicles. 
 
Another 17-pounder is 
immediately built to 
safeguard the rear access to 
the Allied bases. 

�
00:16  
The Commando forces are 
bolstered by the arrival of 
glider-born Tetrarch light 
tanks, very good against 
light armour but too weak 
to engage anything heavier. 

�
00:17  
Meanwhile the American 
8th Armour group is 
fielding 57mm AT guns to 
hold down the western 
flank. 
Which is just as well … 

�



00:17  
Because at that moment the 
first enemy Panther tank 
appears on the field and 
immediately picks off the 
British Captain. 
 

�
00:20  
The Axis hold the majority 
of the map but the Allies 
manage to consolidate their 
position and are busy 
attempting to prevent any 
further Axis assaults from 
breaking through their 
defences. 

�
00:23 
As 1st Commando 
reinforces the central 
defences with a 17-
pounder, the Axis manage 
to sneak past the rear 17-
pounder and drive a Panzer 
IV, Puma and Panther into 
the rear of the Allied bases. 

�



00:26  
The Axis tanks start 
attacking the American 
base but are destroyed by a 
combination of Tetrarch 
tanks, an American 57mm 
AT gun and the nearby 17-
pounder AT gun (when the 
British finally remember to 
reverse its facing). 

�
00:30  
Although the Axis still 
hold the majority of the 
map, the Allied defences 
spear to have turned the 
tide and the Allies are 
again starting to advance 
out of their positions. 

�
00:35  
The commandos take to a 
bren carrier in  a plan to 
create a highly mobile unit 
capable of dealing with 
Axis infantry and capturing 
points. 
 
It works very well for a 
few minutes until they 
encounter a panther tank.

00:38  
Some twenty-one minutes 
after the Axis field their  
panther tank, the Allies 
manage to field their first 
main tank. 

�
00:39  
Riflemen of the 8th Armour 
group use a well placed 
grenade to defend a 
munitions point from the 
Panzer Elite. 

�
00:40  
Ownership of map sectors 
begins to even out as the 
British push out to the 
north-east. 

�



00:46  
The British finally field 
their powerful Sherman 
firefly …

00:47  
 … just in time for a 
dreaded Jagdpanther to 
sneak round the back into 
the rear of the Allied bases. 

�
00:48  
Luckily for the Allies it is 
unsupported and a 
combined Firefly, 17-
pounder, 57mm and 
Sherman response soon 
destroys it. 

�



00:50  
While the advantage has 
definitely shifted to the 
Allies, the Axis troops 
continue to attack and 
capture outlying sectors. 

�
00:50  
With the arrival of the 
heavy Pershing tank, the 8th 
Armour is ready to start 
taking the battle to the 
Axis. 

�
00:57  
The Pershing and two 
57mm AT guns move 
down the eastern flank, 
supported by British Firefly 
and Tetrarch tanks. 
While the British move to 
the centre to consolidate 
that, the Americans push 
on to start attacking the 
Panzer Elite base. 

�



01:00  
One hour into the battle 
and it is obvious that the 
Allies will be victorious. 
Just to help matters, the 
Commandos finally 
manage to place their last 
radio triangulation device, 
before attacking the 
Wehrmacht headquarters. 
Sadly, the commando 
squad is wiped out by an 
Ostwind flak panzer. 

�
01:02  
A counter-attack by the 
Axis manages to destroy 
the Pershing. 
 
The Americans pull back to 
await a replacement. 

�
01:05  
Meanwhile the British have 
constructed a 25-pounder 
artillery piece and fire at 
the edges of the Axis base. 

�



01:05  
At the same time, the 
Americans start launching 
devastating rocket salvos 
into the Axis base with 
their calliope. 

�
01:06  
The Americans launch a 
second attack, and this time 
destroy the Panzer Elite 
base.  

�
01:08  
The last minute appearance 
of a Tiger tank and a 
Hetzer causes some 
concern, to the Allies, but 
the Axis foolishly place 
them within range of the 
Pershing and the 57mm AT 
guns. It is soon destroyed. 

�
01:09  
The combined British and 
American forces destroy 
the remaining Axis 
buildings and take control 
of the area.
