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TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 

00:05  
The plan was simple, to 
take and hold the central 
area. Poor support from 1st 
Commando resulted in the 
sector their HQ truck was 
moving to being lost, 
resulting in a significant 
delay. 

�
00:07 
Despite being fired on from 
two Bren carriers, the 
enemy Infantry half-track 
was being repaired faster 
than it was taking damage. 

�
00:11  
An early firestorm from the 
Axis decimates the British 
troops.  

�



00:10  
At the same time, a brave 
jeep dash into an enemy 
base by 9th Airborne is 
brought to a sudden end 
when they discover an 
early Stug rolling off the 
production line. 

�
00:15  
The Allies have recaptured 
the centre and expanded 
out to both flanks, but the 
number of enemies pushing 
into the centre is beginning 
to tell. 
 

�
00:15  
The 8th Armour suffers 
riflemen casualties to a 
flamenwerfer as two Stugs 
approach the contested 
area. 

�



00:17  
The fearsome sector 
artillery of the Panzer Elite 
(made worse by the way 
the CPU can use it) even 
further depletes the British 
forces. 

�
00:17  
The 8th Armour provides 
welcome reinforcements as 
the first Sherman enters the 
field. 9th Airborne armed 
with recoilless rifles attack 
the Stug from the rear to 
bring a speedy end to the 
fight. 

�
00:20 
The victory is short lived as 
the Axis bring up Pak38 
AT guns that in the CPU 
hands are even more 
deadly. 
These destroy the first 
Sherman tanks and once 
again the Axis forces are 
able to advance. 

�



00:23  
The central area falls to the 
Axis troops and they 
advance on the 8th Armour 
base. 
 

�
00:27  
8th Armour reinforcements 
are able to hold them off 
though. 

�
00:27 
Meanwhile, the sudden 
appearance of an enemy 
Puma in the 9th Airborne 
base causes consternation. 

�



00:28  
The Puma is joined by 
more Axis forces as they 
exploit the unprotected area 
of the 9th Airborne base. 

�
00:28  
To the west, the British 
commando forces build the 
first 17-pounder AT gun 
and use a captured 
nebelwerfer. 

�
00:29  
The 1st Commando and 8th 
Armour send what little 
support they have to assist 
the Airborne 57mm AT 
guns as they try to deal 
with the horde of enemy 
vehicles. 

�



00:30  
The situation is looking 
grim. After only thirty 
minutes the allies have 
been pushed back to their 
starting sectors and the 
battle is still raging in the 
Airborne base. 
With the arrival of Pak38s 
the battle will not last very 
long. 

�
00:32  
With the last defenders 
defeated, the Axis forces 
destroy the base of the 9th 
Airborne. 

�
00:34  
As the 8th Armour call in a 
calliope rocket tank, the 
Axis call in their own 
support – in this case the 
dreaded King Tiger. This 
beast appears very soon at 
the edge of the 8th Armour 
base and is quickly 
followed by other Axis 
armour. 

�



00:35  
It is not long before the 8th 
Armour base also falls to 
the Axis forces.  

�
00:39  
 The 1st Commando finally 
bring a firefly onto the 
field, as the Axis forces 
move slowly towards them.  

�
00:43  
Meanwhile, the American 
engineers that survived 
from 8th Armour and 9th 
Airborne start rebuilding 
their bases in the British 
base. 
 
The 8th Armour also 
captures enemy 
nebelwerfers and uses them 
with good effect. 

�



00:44  
As the Axis forces cluster 
around the British base and 
move in from different 
sides, the King Tiger 
rushes unsupported into the 
north of the base. 

�
00:44  
Where the combined forces 
of PIATs, sticky bombs, 
Firefly shells and 17-
pounder shells quickly 
destroy it. 

�
00:45  
The single pocket of Allied 
resistance as the last 
remaining sector is 
surrounded by Axs forces. 
 
 The odds of the besieged 
allies being able to break 
out is slim, but there is still 
hope. 

�



00:46  
The 17-pounder is 
destroyed and the British 
sappers desperately start 
building another one as the 
firefly fends off the Axis 
attacking from the east as  
 
American riflemen throw 
themselves at the forces 
attacking from the south to 
hold them off until the AT 
emplacement is completed. 

�
00:56  
American 8th Armour sends 
engineers to repair their 
HQ but shortly after it is 
finished the Axis send an 
armoured group to destroy 
it again. 

�
01:00  
After an hour the allied 
forces are still besieged and 
still fending off the 
seemingly endless waves of 
Axis attackers.  

�



01:04  
Engineers from the 9th 
Airborne repair their base, 
but as with the 8th Armour 
the Axis response is quick 
and ruthless. 

�
01:13  
For the brief period when 
the 8th Armour base was 
back up, the CO was able 
to call in a Calliope 
Sherman. It soon proves 
itself invaluable in dealing 
with any nearby clusters of 
Axis vehicles and troops.  

�
01:15  
The allies continue to push 
out infantry to seize nearby 
territory, only to have the 
enemy recapture them 
again. 

�



01:19  
An entire commando squad 
is wiped out by a single 
artillery strike from the 
Axis sector artillery that 
they have placed on the 
Allied base sector.  
 
Due to bizarre game 
mechanics, it is only 
activated when the allies 
cross the sector border as 
they leave their base. 

�
01:23  
Repeated assaults by the 
Axis almost destroy the 17-
pounder but the American 
and British forces keep it 
repaired. 

�
01:25  
The 9th Airborne are not 
willing to give up on their 
base and repair it again. 
Unfortunately the Axis 
destroy it again. 
The 8th Armour calliope 
fires a rocket volley to 
help, but by the time it hits 
the HQ has already been 
destroyed 

�



01:26  
The calliope is caught by 
the enemy and almost 
destroyed. 1st Commando 
fireflies come out to assist 
but get caught by the sector 
artillery and are so badly 
damaged that only the 
command tank survives. 

�
01:28  
In a change of tactics, the 
Axis forces send in a large 
number of light armour 
vehicles to batter down the 
allies.  
They are not successful. 

�
01:30 
The lack of controlled 
territory severely impacts 
the ability of the allies to 
built units. With little fuel 
and munitions it becomes 
essential to keep the 
existing units alive.  

�



01:37  
Luckily, the existence of 
the British HQ truck allows 
the continuing 
reinforcement of off-map 
units such as Tetrarchs and 
Commando squads. 

�
01:43  
A pair of Tetrarch tanks 
defend against a large 
number of Axis light 
armoured vehicles 
attacking from the south. 

�
01:45  
The Axis forces aren’t 
taking any chances of the 
8th Armour or 9th Airborne 
HQs being repaired as the 
tactical map shows. 

�



01:47  
The British 1st Commando 
attempt to raid into the 
Panzer Elite base in an 
effort to prevent the 
inevitable defeat. 
The raid has some success 
until a Marder III is built.  
 
A commando glider is 
dropped shortly afterwards 
but the base defences wipe 
out the squad before they 
can do anything. 

�
01:56  
Axis forces continue to 
attack the base and after 
destroying the British Field 
Support truck, its 
replacement is badly 
damaged as it appears on 
the field – mainly thanks to 
a Panzer IV that is seen 
here parked at the call-in 
point. 
Engineers from the 8th 
Armour and 9th Airborne 
companies work to repair 
the damaged truck. 

�
01:57  
The Axis commanders 
become more paranoid and 
send reinforcements to 
guard the destroyed base of 
the 9th Airborne… 

�



01:57  
… and the 8th Armour. 

�
01:59  
The 1st Commando switch 
to attack the base of the 
Wehrmacht Blitzkrieg 
company but find it well 
defended. 

�
02:05  
The Axis also decide to 
step up the bombardment – 
including firestorm attacks 
against the 9th Airborne 
barracks. 

�



02:07  
Riflemen from the 9th 
Airborne launch a frontal 
assault against an Axis 
HMG position. A well-
placed grenade does the 
trick but the riflemen 
obviously haven’t been 
taught the “shuffle” so 
loved by their CO, so they 
don’t survive the 
encounter. 

�
02:10  
An attempted breakout 
with two Tetrarchs to 
attack the Panzer Elite base 
goes awry when one runs 
over a mine and then 
encounters a panzershrek 
armed unit. 
 
The remaining tetrarch also 
runs over mines and then 
gets destroyed by a Marder. 

�
02:18  
1st Commando send 
another glider to the 
Wehrmacht Blitzkrieg base 
– this time attacking it from 
the other side. 
 
The tetrarch dodges the 
mortar rounds while trying 
to destroy the Panzer 
command building. 

�



02:22  
A commando unit join the 
tetrarch and harass the 
troops in the base. 
 
The commandos capture an 
enemy mortar and 
nebelwerfer and wreak 
havoc on the Axis base. 

�
02:24  
The amount of troops 
guarding the remains of the 
9th Airborne base is getting 
a bit silly. 
 
But at least they aren’t 
being assigned to join the 
attack against the British. 

�
02:27  
The Axis give up with 
frontal assaults and instead 
turn to artillery - launching 
a devastating salvo of 
nebelwerfer, walking stuka, 
firestorm and StuH artillery 
attacks against the Allied 
base. 

�



02:28  
With the StuH mobile 
howitzer finally destroying 
the 17-pounder, the Allies 
have no more Anti-tank 
units with which to defend 
themselves. 
 
The Axis armour moves in 
to finally finish off the 
defenders. 

�
02:29  
A small victory as the 
commando force succeeds 
in destroying the Blitzkrieg 
base.  

�
02:29  
Finally the British HQ 
truck is destroyed. 
 
The Axis victory is not 
completed though until 
they destroy the last british 
structure – an assault glider 
still intact next to the 
Blitzkrieg base. 
 
It doesn’t take them long.
