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TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 

00:02  
The first contact with the 
enemy was a Kettenkrad, 
located and destroyed by 
Engineers of the 8th 
Armour in the centre of the 
area.  

�
00:05 
Elements of 1st Commando 
push out to the west into a 
still burning forest. 
The 8th Armour scouts 
move to the eastern area. 
The 10th Armour 
investigate the western 
centre across the main 
bridge. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, the 9th 
Airborne seem to have 
been distracted by a nearby 
Windmill. Oh yes, I forgot 
who the CO was for a 
moment.  
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00:06  
9th Airborne Engineers 
decide they aren’t that 
happy about their 
neighbours and start 
erecting a wall to keep the 
riff-raff out. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, an 8th Armour 
sniper fends off axis 
infantry, despite being 
badly wounded.  
Sadly soon after this he is 
killed by Panzer 
Grenadiers. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 1st Commandos 
encounter Axis forces and 
push them back, only to be 
repulsed when more 
reinforcements appear 
including snipers and HMG 
teams. 
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00:07  
The Axis attempt to 
sneakily send a goliath 
across the footbridge into 
the allied bases, but it is 
destroyed by a HMG team 
garrisoned in the nearby 
house, taking the bridge 
with in. 

�
00:10  
The Axis groups have 
recaptured the western 
area, despite 10th Armour 
assisting the 1st 
Commandos to drive back 
them back.  
Meanwhile, to the centre of 
the map, the 8th Armour 
and 9th Airborne are 
struggling to fend off the 
masses of Axis infantry 
attacking there. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Here, a Rifleman squad 
belonging to the 9th 
Airborne is badly 
outnumbered, despite the 
Axis being suppressed by 
an MG emplacement 
behind it. 
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00:12  
The first appearance of a 
puma, supported by a PE 
infantry half-track and a 
flammenwerfer half-track 
at a forward HQ in the 
centre.  
British forces from the 1st 
Commando fend them off 
… 

�
00:13  
… until they are joined by 
more pumas and a goliath. 
The goliath runs over some 
mines next to the Stuart 
tank and cripples it, while 
the pumas devastate the 
British infantry. 

�
00:15  
The allies are forced back 
across the bridge to their 
base, but luckily mortars of 
the 10th Armour slow down 
their advance. 

�



00:16 
The Axis forces keen on 
coming, with the bridge 
becoming a chokepoint for 
them. 
This picture shows seven 
pumas, a stug and a 
flammenwerfer all packed 
together - which provides a 
lovely cluster of targets for 
the mortar shells.  
Luckily for the allies the 
Axis are focused on the 
first target they can find – 
in this case the rifleman of 
the 9th Airborne in the 
windmill. 

�
00:17  
Disaster strikes for the 9th 
Airborne as their beloved 
windmill is destroyed! 
 
Meanwhile the 1st 
commando company has 
constructed a 17 pounder 
emplacement. 
 

�
00:19 
10th Armour riflemen 
embark on a suicide 
mission to throw a sticky 
bomb at the nearest puma. 
They manage to do so 
before being cut to shreds 
by the assembled pumas. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
While across the river, in 
the centre of the map 
riflemen of the 9th Airborne 
wisely choose a target that 
is less dangerous to 
infantry. 
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Soon afterwards, the 8th 
Armour provides some 
Sherman tanks, which 
proceed to push forwards 
across the bridge. 

�
00:20 
The lull caused by the 
shermans advancing allows 
10th Armour to push out 
and recapture the eastern 
woods. The shermans 
suffer damage at the hands 
of the Axis armour backup 
up with Pak38 AT guns 
and have to withdraw to be 
repaired. 

�
00:22  
Meanwhile, a glider from 
1st commando drops into 
the centre of the map, to 
thin out the Axis infantry in 
that area. 

�



00:26  
The 8th Armour shermans 
advance across the bridge 
again and this time head to 
the centre of the map to 
support the infantry there. 

�
00:29  
After a short pause a 
Sherman from the 9th 
Airborne heads across the 
bridge but is met by Axis 
reinforcements including a 
Pak38 anti-tank gun. The 
Sherman doesn’t survive 
and neither does another 
from the 10th armour that 
follows soon afterwards.  

�
00:30  
Although only one more 
sector has been captured in 
the past ten minutes, the 
advance of Axis forces has 
slowed down and the Allies 
have been able to recover 
and build up their own 
armour. 
 
The Allies are gaining the 
upper hand. 
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A Panzer Elite Hetzer tank 
appears in amongst the 
latest wave of Axis pumas, 
most of which are 
destroyed by the barrage of 
rockets from a freshly 
arrived 8th Armour 
calliope. 

�
00:33  
The 9th Airborne cheekily 
roll up an anti-tank gun to 
the footbridge leading into 
the Axis base and proceed 
to fire into the base at the 
nearest buildings. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile in the Allied 
base, the build up of 
Armour continues and the 
Allies start to move out, 
with the 8th Armour 
leading. 
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00:35  
The Axis send some forces 
into the centre of the map 
where they are met by 
members of the 1st 
Commandos. 
 
Meanwhile a StuH artillery 
tank appears and destroys 
the 9th Airborne AT gun 
outside the Axis base. 

�
00:37  
The Axis forces push again 
into the eastern woods but 
are repulsed by Allied 
armour and another 
calliope barrage.  

�
00:38  
 The 8th Armour advances 
down the main road 
towards the enemy bases, 
where they are met by 
more Hetzers and Stugs.  

�



00:40  
The Allies are dominating 
the map by this stage and 
the Axis are unable to beat 
them back. The question of 
victory now becomes a 
case of when, rather than if.  

�
00:42  
The full force of the 8th 
Armour assembles near the 
main bridge into the axis 
base, as the 1st Commando 
moves its armour to the 
centre of the map to 
prevent further incursions 
that way. 

�
00:43  
With three of the four Axis 
companies being 
Blitzkrieg, it is not 
surprising that a large 
number of StuH artillery 
tanks are called in for 
support. There are four in 
this picture. 
What is slightly more 
surprising is that they 
haven’t called in Tiger 
tanks instead. 

�



00:45  
8th Armour releases a 
ferocious volley of rockets 
from its three calliope 
tanks into the Axis tanks on 
the bridge.  
 
After a short while the 
Allies move forward again 
and the calliopes fire into 
the nearest Axis buildings. 

�
00:50  
The 1st Commandos finally 
remember to activate the 
triangulation beacons as the 
8th Armour crosses the 
bridge into the Axis base. 
 
 

�
00:52  
As the shermans head to 
the east of the base to 
attack the Panzer Elite HQ, 
units from the 9th Airborne 
and 10th Armour forces 
cross the bridge to attack 
the nearest HQs. 

�



00:53 
They are joined by the 
British tanks and soon the 
defending Axis forces are 
destroyed, allowing them 
to destroy the Axis HQs.  

�
00:55  
The combined Allied 
forces destroy the last of 
the Axis HQs and victory is 
theirs. 
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
