9th Airborne (at the northernmost) and 8th 
Armour push into the north and central 
road, while 1st Commando and 10th 
Armour (at the southernmost) push south 
of the main road.

A number of Axis MG teams and a 
motorcycle moving up the main road are 
successfully stopped by a 9th Airborne 
MG position. 
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The central courtyard and church areas 
have been taken by 1st Commando and 
the southern part of the map has been 
taken by 10th Armour, but otherwise 
progress has been slow. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
After only eight minutes the first enemy 
puma appears on the field and this moves 
along the main road where it destroys the 
MG positioned there. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile near the centre of the map, at 
the church the 1st Commando have built 
their first 17 pounder AT gun. 
It takes a couple of pot-shots at passing 
enemy half-tracks but doesn’t destroy 
anything, although this is sufficient to 
cause the enemy to destroy it with a 
firestorm barrage two minutes later.  
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The puma on the main road is joined by 
two more and together they rip through a 
riflemen squad before moving up to a 
British Vickers MG nest. 
 
After destroying the Vickers nest, they 
are slowed up by some cunningly placed 
mines (from 9th Airborne) which badly 
damage the engines of two of them. 
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Further down the main road, at the 
courtyard, infantry of the1st commando 
company are engaged by more pumas a 
stug and a flammenwerfer. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
At the western end of the main road, two 
8th Armour AT gun crews move up and 
make short work of the damaged pumas. 
The two AT guns will successfully 
prevent any Axis armour pushing past 
them for the rest of the battle.  
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The Axis group in the centre move up 
and destroy the 1st Commando’s bren 
carrier, shortly before it can be reinforced 
by a stuart light tank. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 1st Commandos call in their first 
tetrarch glider shortly afterwards, as 10th 
Armour fields a M8 Armoured car to the 
south. 
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The Axis start a major push with their 
pumas and stugs to the south towards the 
HQ of the 10th Armour. 
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As the Axis push continues, a British 
glider drops commandos to the south to 
recapture lost territory. This is only 
partially successful as the sudden 
appearance of four pumas forces the 
commandos to lay low before retreating. 
 
Two tetrarchs attempt to push south to 
assist 10th Armour to some effect, but 
one is lost facing a stug and the other is 
forced to retreat. 
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Both 8th Armour (shown here) and 10th 
Armour to the south field M10 tank 
destroyers to assist in defending against 
the Axis armour. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, 9th Airborne have recaptured 
the central courtyard and occupied it, as 
their attempts to find any windmills in 
the area proved unsuccessful. 
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The Axis push to the south is evident by 
the number of units moving south of the 
church.  
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A group of pumas aided by a Panzer IV 
IST destroy the MG nests placed by 10th 
Armour, despite the appearance of the 
M10 to fend them off. 
Meanwhile the 9th Airborne have moved 
an AT gun to the position where their 
MG crew was overlooking the main road 
and almost lose it to some marauding 
pumas because it is facing the wrong way 
when they appear. Luckily the crew 
notices and repositions the gun in time to 
start destroying the pumas. 
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To the south, the desperate struggle 
against the Axis armour moving 
against the 10th Armour base 
continues. Another British 17-punder 
emplacement is built to assist. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
On the main road, the 8th Armour are 
already fielding their Pershing heavy 
tank. Almost immediately it is struck 
with a firestorm attack that does little 
to the tank but does kill a nearby AT 
gun crew.  
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As the southern attacks continue, 10th 
Armour brings Sherman tanks to the field 
and is joined by an M10 from 9th 
airborne, which has obviously decided 
there isn’t enough action to the north. 
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The first wave of Henschel aircraft 
appear and attack the 10th Armour HQ. 
 
Meanwhile in the central courtyard,  
combined elements of the 9th Airborne 
and 1st Commandos are driven out by 
Axis armour. 
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As more Henschels attack their base, 10th 
Armour bring a calliope onto the field 
which immediately opens up on the 
attacking enemy forces.   
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The centre of the map has been retaken 
by Axis forces, with the vanguard of the 
Allied line being the road defence from 
8th Armour and the combined 1st 
Commando and 10th Armour defence to 
the south. 
 
As the British 1st Commando field their 
first firefly tank, shermans of the 10th 
Armour engage the enemy to the south 
and inflict casualties on them, before 
having to fall back after taking casualties 
themselves.  
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In an unfortunate case of bad timing, a 
calliope barrage from 10th Armour lands 
just as it calls in another calliope at the 
same location. The newly arrived tank is 
badly damaged in the barrage and a 
nearby stug finishes it off before it is able 
to reach its destination. 
 
Nebelwerfer teams are seen moving 
around the north of the map, although it 
is not clear why, as a tetrarch manages to 
destroy a marder III near the church by 
circling it, only then to be destroyed by a 
panther tank.  
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Panther tanks join the battle near 10th 
Armour base, but are not able to break 
through thanks to the combined defences 
of AT guns, shermans, calliopes and a 
British firefly. 
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Paratroops of the 9th Airborne push out to 
capture territory in the north of the map, 
armed only with some K-rations and a 
map of Brussels, well, okay and the odd 
carbine and recoilless rifle. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
At the same time, a dreaded King Tiger 
rolls into the centre of the map, where it 
is soon backed up by panthers.  
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A ferocious tank battle ensues in the 
centre of the map, where forces of the 8th 
Armour engage the Axis heavy armour, 
only to be beaten back after losing their 
pershing in the battle. The British join 
the fray with a firefly which is then also 
destroyed by more panthers joining the 
battle and riflemen of the 9th Airborne 
also attack the armour with sticky bombs, 
before having to retreat. 
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The King Tiger, still damaged, moves 
south with a single panther supporting it. 
The tanks move towards the base of 10th 
Armour company, where they encounter 
(and are destroyed by) an extensive and 
veteran defence.  
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The 9th Airborne continue to push out 
and harass the enemy to the north of the 
map, while the 8th Amour guarding the 
main road start to push slowly forward. 
 
To the south of the map, the allies have 
been unable to push out. 
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Having been enjoying a peaceful snooze 
for the last thirty minutes, the stuart tank 
commander finally wakes up and heads 
north to assist the 9th Airborne attempts 
to retake territory. 
The devastating canister shot makes short 
work of a number of Axis infantry 
squads and allows the airborne to hold 
their ground. 
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To the south of the map, 10th Armour 
start to push out having weathered the 
storm of Axis attacks.  
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The 10th Armour finally call in a pershing 
heavy tank, which drives into a base 
badly damaged by repeated attacks from 
the enemy.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile the 8th Armour moves further 
down the main road. 
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In the centre of the map, a last-ditched 
attack by Axis heavy armour inflicts 
casualties on the British defenders 
nearby, destroying first their bofors 
emplacement, then a fifefly tanks and 
with help from another firestorm attack, 
their 25-pounder emplacement. 
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With the north of the map now firmly in 
Allied hands, the main Axis effort 
continues to be south of the main road. 
 
In the far south, 10th Armour continues to 
push out, while in the centre, the Axis 
armour moves through the courtyard onto 
the main road … 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
… where it encounters the gathered 
forces of the 8th Armour company. 
Assisted by calliope barrages, the 8th 
Armour pushes into the courtyard, 
forcing the Axis armour to retreat. 
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The tanks of 10th Armour company push 
into the southernmost Axis base, 
destroying it but losing a veteran calliope 
to a nearby Pak38 AT gun. 
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With the occasional Axis tank still 
marauding around the courtyard and 
church, the British field some PIAT 
commandos to deal with them.  
Here they have dealt the killing blow to a 
badly damaged Ostwind. 
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As the 10th Armour group continues to 
move through the Axis bases, the 1st 
Commando force secures the church area 
and the 8th Armour moves to the eastern 
end of the main road.����
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The 9th Airborne calls in bombing runs 
on the northernmost Axis HQ building, 
badly damaging it.����
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The 1st Commando assault force joins the 
10th Armour as they move against the 
third Axis base, while the 8th Armour 
move against the final Axis base.����
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The last of the Axis HQs is destroyed 
and victory is achieved for the Allies.����
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
