	 AFTER ACTION REPORT ��������
Location: Juvigne (sector 44) Date: August 1944 (Turn 11) 
Allied Combatants: 
1st Commando (British – CO Blackadder)  
6th Artillery (British – CO Guy de Glastonbury) 

Axis Combatants: 
Wehrmacht Blitzkrieg (Hard CPU - Orange)  
Panzer Elite Tank Hunter (Hard CPU - Red) 

 
TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 
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First contact – Despite lots of troops running 
around the map the first contact happens after a 
few minutes between a 1st Commando Bren 
carrier and a motorcycle. The Bren's upgrade to 
a Vickers forces the motorcycle to retreat. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Slightly later and on the other side of the map, 
the 6th Artillery Bren is forced to retreat after 
being hit by assault grenades and charged by 
flame pioneers and Volksgrenadiers. The Volks 
follow it and destroy it however. 
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The Axis troops almost double those of the 
Allies and have spread across much of the map. 
The Allies are struggling to hold on. 
 
To the west of the map, the 1st Commando 
infantry and Bren carrier fend off a group of 
Axis infantry and then start consolidating their 
defences around the fuel point there. 
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1st Commando Lieutenant is lost after he 
happens to encounter an MG team near their 
HQ. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile just below the 6th Artillery HQ, their 
new Bren carrier encounters the German 
equivalent of the Banana Splits. 
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1st Commando defensive positions to the west 
are holding although are cut off by some of the 
numerous kettenkrads charging around the map. 
Sappers are about to start construction on the 
first Bofors as a Commando glider is dropped to 
start taking back the lost sectors.  
 
Meanwhile to the centre of the map, the 6th 
Artillery currently only hold three sectors but 
are digging in, occupying several buildings in 
the area. 
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As the 6th Artillery infantry come under attack 
from Panzer Grenadier light armour, The 1st 
Commandos call in a Stuart light tank  
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As the 1st Commandos call in a Tetrarch glider, 
the 6th Artillery comes under attack from more 
light armour, including the first Puma to hit the 
field. 
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Mortar wars – a Panzer Elite Mortar Half-track 
fires on the 6th Artillery HQ truck, as their 
mortar pit returns fire. They up the ante by 
building a 25-pounder artillery emplacement. 
A 1st Commando Tetrarch and Stuart tank move 
in to assist the 6th. 
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A 1st Commando Stuart destroys a Puma 
roaming around the west of the map as they 
construct a 17-pounder emplacement. 
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A Tetrarch chases down and destroys a Scout 
car and trades shots with a Puma just outside the 
Axis base before the 6th Artillery destroy it with 
some well placed 25-pounder shells.

The Allies have consolidated their advance and 
managed to see off Axis infantry incursions to 
the north. The Axis for their part have started 
deploying heavy armour – a Panther tank and a 
Marder III, which will soon move against the 
Allies. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Indeed the Marder III is joined by another one 
and they start attacking the 6th Artillery base 
sector. They respond with an artillery barrage, 
damaging them both and enabling 1st 
Commando Tetrarchs to move in and finish 
them off.  
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Axis forces and the Panther tank make a push 
for the 6th Artillery defences in the centre of the 
map. The Panther is barraged but without heavy 
armour the 6th can only delay it. 
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To the south, the Commando squad captures a 
fuel point then places a demo charge on it, not 
noticing the nearby enemy mines.  
As they move away they activate the mines and 
the combined explosion wipes out the entire 
squad. 
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The Panther moves away, allowing 6th Artillery 
sappers to start building a 17-pounder AT gun – 
just as a second Panther appears. The 17-
pounder forces it to retreat. 
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The Panzer Elite vehicles to the west pull back 
from the 1st Commando line and move into the 
centre, attacking the 6th Artillery forces and 
destroying a Bren carrier, while being 
bombarded themselves. Meanwhile, Axis 
infantry (followed by a Stug) sneak round the 
north of the map and capture sectors there.  As 
1st Commando infantry move to engage the Axis 
infantry, their first Sherman Firefly appears on 
the field. 
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More Axis armour heads round the unprotected 
north and is engaged by 6th Artillery PIAT 
sappers, while the Stug is engaged and destroyed 
by the Firefly. 
A Panther outflanks the 6th Artillery defences to 
attack their 25-pounder. It and a Marder are 
bravely engaged by their Stuart tank which 
destroys the Marder. The Panther is forced to 
retreat from more artillery while the 
emplacement is repaired. 
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To the South, a Panther moves in and destroys 
the 1st Commando Stuart tank, before being 
forced to retreat by their 17-pounder AT gun and 
Tetrarchs. 
 
To the north, the damaged Panther and a Marder 
head back around the top of the map but the 
Panther encounters the Firefly and pulls back. 
The Panther tries again slightly later but is 
destroyed by the Firefly.   
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The 6th Artillery finally get fed up of the 
frequent armour attacks to the north and build a 
17-pounder to try and stop them.  
 
The Allies appear to be dominating the map but 
have not yet managed to prevent Axis 
incursions. To the north, more armour is still 
slipping through although is is being battered by 
the 17-pounder. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile to the south Axis infantry and a 
Mortar half-track push through and start 
recapturing sectors from the 1st Commandos, 
who currently lack the infantry forces to stop 
them. 
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The southern Axis push is thwarted by a series 
of devastating artillery barrages from the 6th 
Artillery, and 1st Commandos allowing the 1st 
Commando tanks to mop up the survivors. 
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6th Artillery infantry start to push forward to the 
east.  
To the south, the 1st Commando Captain is 
caught unprotected by MP40 armed 
Volksgrenadiers and killed. 
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1st Commando forces to the south push forward 
and start building emplacements to stop the Axis 
forces. 
Just below them, a veteran Panzer Grenadier 
squad captures a strategic point. Commandos 
engage them but are forced to retreat after 
suffering heavy casualties. 
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Allied forces have pushed back the Axis troops 
to near their starting positions and victory is 
assured. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 6th Artillery infantry push south from their 
eastern defences and then hold up in a wooden 
building just north of the Axis base, where they 
come under sustained fire from combined forces 
and have to retreat. 
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Axis infantry and a Puma advance to the east to 
prevent another 25-pounder from being built. 
They kill the sappers but are themselves hit with 
the overwatch air-bursts. As the infantry are 
wiped out, the Puma sneaks past for a tour of the 
Allied rear lines. 
 
Meanwhile to the south, the 1st Commandos 
have also built a 25-pounder artillery 
emplacement overlooking the Axis base. 
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1st Commando artillery and armour start 
attacking the Axis base.  
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PIAT commandos in a Bren carrier make 
another bid to get behind Axis lines so they can 
deploy a triangulation beacon. This one is placed 
at the back of the Axis base and completes the 
triangulation. 
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Allies are caught out when the Ultra-decryption 
decodes a message saying that a Jagdpanther has 
been deployed. Sure enough the monster arrives 
at the Axis base.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The gathered 1st Commando armour quickly 
responds, assisted by artillery barrages from the 
6th Artillery. 
The Jagdpanther is quickly despatched. 
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As the 6th Artillery and 1st Commando 
commence a barrage on the enemy base, 1st 
Commando armour moves in to attack the 
Panzer Elite HQ. 
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The end for the Axis forces.  
 
The Panzer Elite HQ is destroyed by 1st 
Commando forces. 
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As the 6th Artillery forces move in to destroy the 
Wehrmacht base, a solitary damaged Puma 
continues to drift around well behind the Allied 
front lines, as if in a state of shock that the 
territory is no longer friendly. 
 
“But vhy are zey shooting at us Otto? Only zis 
morning zey vere serving us coffee und 
croissants.” 
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The 6th Artillery infantry and light armour move 
in to finish off the remaining Axis buildings and 
destroy the last HQ. Victory is ours. 
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
