Wehrmacht Terror (Hard CPU - Red)  
Panzer Elite Luftwaffe (Hard CPU - Orange) 

 
TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 
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First contact – Engineers of the 10th Armour 
encounter Panzer Grenadiers. They close to 
engage but are killed by the PE troops.

While the 1st Commandos have been pushing out 
to the south, the 10th Armour has been 
overwhelmed by the number of Panzer Elite units 
to the north.  
The Axis have a strong hold over the map. The 
British send a Bren carrier to support the 
American troops. 
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In the north, the 10th Armour are struggling 
to stop Axis infantry from capturing the 
sectors just outside their base. 
Meanwhile in the south the British have built 
a Vickers MG nest on the peninsula, 
overlooking the munitions point there. 
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10th Armour have started deployed mortar and 
HMG teams to support their engineers capturing 
sectors to the north. 
 
Meanwhile to the south, the 1st Commandos find 
themselves fighting off numbers of Wehrmacht

In the centre of the map, as their sappers build a 
Bofors gun, the valiant Bren carrier with 8 
infantry and 2 vehicle kills falls to a panzershrek. 
 
The 1st Commandos deploy a Stuart Light tank. 
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A combined Axis assault to the south destroys 
the 1st Commando mortar pit … 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 ...but is driven back by the timely appearance of 
the Stuart tank.  
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The 10th Armour builds up defences in their base 
then build a very early Tank Depot, although 
they lack the fuel to build any tanks. They seem 
to have a surplus of mortars though, judging by 
the number of mortar teams they field. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile the 1st Commandos deploy a 
commando glider followed shortly afterwards by 
a Tetrarch glider, to help take back the sectors 
between their base and the 10th Armour base. 
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Although there have been signs of any Pumas of 
heavier Axis armour, the Allies are still preparing 
for them. 
A newly deployed 57mm Anti-tank gun opens up 
on an infantry half-track.  
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1st Commando sappers supported by a Tetrarch 
push out to the eastern beaches, building a Bofors 
gun to prevent further Axis attacks along the 
beaches. 
 
Meanwhile to the north, the 10th Armour have 
deployed their first tank, an M10 Wolverine. 
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Although the Allies don't have a lot of units on 
the field, the Axis have even less. Attempts by 
Axis light vehicles to move into Allied lines have 
failed and there has still been no sign of any 
heavier armour. The Allies seem to be heading 
towards an easy victory. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
As the 10th Armour build their first Sherman 
tank, 1st Commandos call in their Armour 
Command truck 
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A group of Axis troops and light vehicles 
attempts to capture the beach sectors, exploiting 
the inability of the Bofors gun to target enemies 
at point blank range.  The attack is turned back 
by a Tetrarch and Stuart supporting the Bofors 
crew.

As the 1st Commandos deploy their first Firefly, a 
17-pounder placed near the Wehrmacht base 
helps keep their troops contained. 
 
Meanwhile top the north, the 10th Armour tanks 
secure the hills outside the Panzer Elite base.  
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10th Armour elements start attacking the Panzer 
Elite base. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile to the south, 1st Commando sappers 
start building a 25-pounder artillery gun as the 
Luftwaffe send in Henschels against them. 
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Allied forces surround the Axis territory and 
their assault groups are reinforced ready for 
the push to destroy the enemy bases. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The recently constructed 25-pounder fires on 
the Wehrmacht base but is itself targeted by 
more Henschels. 
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A Henschel is struck by a fluke artillery shell 
as it flies over the 25-pounder, but with 
unerring accuracy crashes into the nearby 17-
pounder AT gun, destroying it.����
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The 10th Armour call in a Calliope to barrage 
the Panzer Elite base, as the commandos call 
in artillery to do the same to the Wehrmacht 
base. 
The Axis respond by calling in another 
Henschel strike that destroys the 1st 
Commando 25-pounder emplacement. 
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Shermans from the 10th Armour move into the 
Panzer Elite base to attack the buildings there.  
 
One is destroyed by panzershrek fire but the Axis 
base is left badly damaged. 
The Shermans temporarily disengage. 
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British forces push forward towards the 
Wehrmacht base. 
The main assault force consists of two Fireflies 
and a Cromwell. 
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The Axis defenders try to hold off the British 
armour with HMG teams, but as MG42s aren't 
renowned for their Anti-tank capabilities, this is 
futile. 
They then finally decide they ned some armour 
and start building a Sturm Armoury, but by then 
it is far too late. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile to the north, 10th Armour forces 
bypass the few remaining Panzer Elite structures 
and units and target the HQ building, destroying 
it.   
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The 1st Commando armoured force destroys the 
Wehrmacht HQ and all that is left is for the allies 
to mop up the last remaining bunkers. 
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Victory to the Allies. 
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
