First contact — Engineers of th€ 8irborne encounter
and push off Wehrmacht Pioneers to the south of tHe
western road.
On the eastern road, Panzer Elite Scout cars etero
elements of the®1ICommandos.

The Axis troops (of course) have expanded quickly
control the north and centre of the map Arborne

troops hold the west and' Commando troops hold th
east.
However Axis pioneers and kettenkrads continue tg
push into Allied territory.

A small force of Axis troops push down the eastern
road and attack emplacements belonging to te 10
Armour. They are repulsed byl @rmour and
Commando forces.

At this stage most of the Axis forces pushing it
Allied lines are Panzer Elite vehicles.




Panzer Elite forces field a Panzer IV IST veryarl
into the battle, catching the Allies out.

The Allies now hold a slight advantage in territdoyt
are unprepared for the appearance of a tank sp@ar]
10" Armour send in a mortar team to attack it as thq
engineers construct a motor pool, while tfle 1
Commandos are building a Stuart light tank to trg a
delay the Panzer.

Newly constructed defences from tiiéommandos
include a Bofors gun, although it is not really able
of inflicting much damage on the Panzer.

The Stuart moves back in and destroys a Puma as |t
joins the battle.

Meanwhile to the west, paratroopers of tHeA¥borne
drop down into a quiet, uncontested area and amjoyf
the lack of enemy activity.




The Panzer IV IST moves to the centre of the map
where it continues to harass™Armour positions. A
variety of other Axis light vehicles sent to suppor
are destroyed by the Bofors, a 17 pounder neat’the
Commando Field Support truck or"L8rmour
mortars.

The ' Commandos call in a Tetrarch glider to help
deal with the enemy armour.

Similarly, the 18 Armour deploy 57mm AT guns and £
a M8 Greyhound to counter the enemy vehicles.

The Axis send a firestorm artillery barrage at ohthe | 8
eastern sectors and reinforce their armour by sgndif §
more Pumas and Stugs down the eastern road.

Meanwhile, 3 Airborne paratroops push into the
centre of the map, attempting to capture part df Hi
331 itself.

Two Commando Tetrarchs chases down and finally
destroy the Panzer IV, before sweeping onto th&alg
hill to clear out some of the Axis light armour noiag
across it.

As one Stug nearby is destroyed by the 17-pounde
near the ¥ Commando Field Support truck, a secondl
to the north almost destroys the Stuart tank, baragse
Captain opens fire on it with his trusty Webley a@nd
targets him, allowing sappers to move up and begir
repairing the damaged Stuart.




To the north-east, as the Stug returns for anattzek
at the British, a Puma convention is rudely intpted
by the appearance of the two Tetrarchs.

The tetrarchs destroy the Stug but are in turrrogstl
by the massed Pumas.

The commandos retaliate by dropping off-map artill
on the pumas, which they all evade. However the
Commandos use the opportunity to build a 17-pounfler
AT gun nearby.
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Still all quiet on the western front ...

... as to the south, the L @rmour deploy their first
Sherman tank.

In the centre, "3 Airborne troops on the southern slofje
of Hill 331 find themselves attacked by a Panzer IV
IST. Without any recaoilless rifles to defend thetwes,
the resourceful chaps throw a satchel charge uhder
tank, which does the job nicely.

A short while later the surviving members of the
“satchel squad” are seen posing in front of thecked
Panzer IV for a photograph.

And here it is.




The tide has turned as the Allies how dominate the
battleground. The Allies now have sufficient fortes
deal with most Axis attacks and start to bolsteirth
troops in preparation for any advances.

A flammenwerfer half-track and Marder Il attacleth
British Field Support truck but are engaged and
destroyed by two replacement Tetrarchs.

Meanwhile to the west, the bored airborne defendefs
get excited when one of them spots movement in tHe
trees.

Unfortunately it turns out to be a rabbit.

They shoot it anyway.

A Panther tank appears in the south-east and glssir
hapless M8 it passes.

10" Armour send a Sherman to intercept it. The
Sherman badly damages the Panther but then has Jo
retreat for repairs.

A mass of 8 Airborne troops break out from Allied
lines and start capturing Axis sectors.

As the ' Commandos and T0Armour pause to

replenish their forces and carry out much needed
repairs, the 4 Airborne “blob” cuts a swathe into thd
enemy lines, then establishes a forward HQ to tnth
of Hill 331.

Meanwhile Commando troops are dropped to suppgrt
the cut-off, but are engaged by a Marder leavirg th
Panzer Elite base and forced to retreat. Theyljadk
and start capturing part of Hill 331 but are causyid
wiped out by a Puma.

As their position to the west is bombarded by secto
artillery, the £ Commandos deploy their first Shermgn
Firefly ...

... while the 18 Armour bring a Sherman Calliope
onto the field.




As T* Commando armour pushes out to the north afd
their 17-pounder on the hill continues to destioy t
Axis armour, increasing numbers of Axis forces moye
against the "8 Airborne Forward HQ and a major
firefight ensues.

The Airborne call in a bombing run that inflictsawy
casualties, but their forces are overwhelmed arckéb
back, leaving some of their recoilless rifles asspnts
for the Axis.

Axis heavy armour moves down the western road t¢
attack Allied lines.

Meanwhile to the north east, a trio of Tetrarches
engage Axis armour, supported by the Fireflies.

An armoured force from the f®rmour engages the
two Panthers to the west.

One Panther is destroyed but Sector Artillery badly
damages one of the shermans. The remaining panther
pulls back, only to bump into a group of' &irborne
troops and a 57mm AT gun.




The Axis have recaptured the territory lost to the
Airborne forces, but are still in a bad positiomitiBh
armour to east is inflicting heavy casualties anth
and has started advancing towards the nearest basg.
Airborne troops to the west are preparing to adgandg
while the 18 Armour build up in the centre continue
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The last Panther in the south destroys the AT gutrish
then finished off by paratroops now armed with
recoilless rifles.

Another 3 Airborne “blob” catches a nebelwerfer
crew unsupported and steals the nebelwerfer from
them, using it to bombard the nearby Axis base.

The “blob” then moves into the Axis base itself,
launching a massive infantry attack on it.

To the east the British build a 25-pounder artjligun
at the north of the eastern road, to fire upomirerest
AXis base.




The 18" Armour M10 finds itself being fired upon by
recoilless rifles the Airborne have carelessly lfig
around.

This picture shows three pioneer squads, all anwitd
recoilless rifles.

The Airborne force’s celebrations at destroying ohe
the Axis HQs are cut short by the sudden appearain
a King Tiger.
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The powerful tank inflicts heavy losses on the Airie
troops, but is not supported and soon suffers heavy
damage thanks to their recoilless rifles and a-well
placed satchel charge. The Airborne troops areavip
out but the other Allies start moving in their aumaoo
finish off the damaged tank.
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The Tetrarchs are first on the scene. One is lashg
the attack (again thanks to captured recoillegssjif
but the King Tiger is destroyed.

As the Tetrachs leave, more Airborne troops arave
finish off their attack on the base and destroy(toav
repaired) HQ again.

The two remaining Tetrarchs are engaged by Mardgrs
as they return to their lines and another is dgstio

The 13" Armour assault force advances towards the
middle Axis base and their Calliope barrages trseb4




Despite the loss of one of their bases, Axis trdops
the centre and east are still putting up a vali@hience
and progress to capture the territories thereis.sl

1% Commando tanks advance to attack the eastern
Panzer Elite base, but are attacked by more sector
artillery friendly.

Meanwhile to the west, the massed airborne infantr
start attacking structures in the middle Axis base.

Sector artillery claims a sapper squad attempbng t
repair the I Commando tanks as the™.Armour
group arrives and joins in the attack.

The Airborne horde (now numbering eight squads df
paratroopers) completes their destruction of tleerse
AXxis base by destroying the Headquarters.




A combined assault by f0A\rmour tanks, ¥
Commando tanks and'Commando artillery destroy
the structures of the Panzer Elite base.

Tanks from the 1D Armour then move in to destroy
the Headquarters building.

Victory for the Allies.
