TIMELINE INTELLIGENCE 
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First contact – 1st Commando recon element engages 
and fends off Axis pioneers in the centre of the map. 
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The chokepoints on the map are telling, as the Axis 
forces have not been able to spread out with their usual 
speed. By five minutes the majority of the map is 
already in Allied control, thus foreshadowing a rapid 
victory. 
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With only two means of crossing the northern river, a 
footbridge to the east and a road bridge to the wast, the 
Axis forces try pushing out to recover lost territory in 
the centre. Forces from the 6th Commando move to the 
footbridge to stop them there.  
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Meanwhile, to the west, Axis infantry and light 
vehicles move across the main road bridge, spreading 
out into the woods to the east and west of the road. 
 
Forces of the 5th Airborne move up to intercept them. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
To the south-west of the map, units of the 5th Airborne 
(supported by units from the 1st Commando) intercept 
the Axis forces that have already crossed the bridges 
and succeed in halting their advance, but not without 
casualties. Here an entire recon element of the 1st 
Commandos are caught building a mortar pit and 
wiped out by a single shell from a Panzer Elite mortar 
half-track. 
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5th Airborne field an M8 armoured car to assist in 
stopping the Axis forces. This has some success until 
the Axis start bring Pak38 anti-tank guns across the 
bridge, which they use to destroy both the M8 and a 
jeep.  
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Apart from the areas immediately south of the road 
bridge, the Axis forces have been pushed back from 
everywhere else across the north river. 
The allies have to ensure that their initial defences are 
able to hold against the inevitable Axis armour then 
that starts appearing. 
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The 6th Commando defences at the footbridge take a 
battering when flame pioneers cross the bridge and 
assault them from close range. The 1st Commandos 
bring up infantry to support them. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 5th Airborne lose a second M8 when they discover 
that sitting it directly in front of an anti-tank gun is not 
the best way to preserve it.  
 
The 5th Airborne also occupy a house to the south of 
the road bridge and convert it into a forward HQ. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, to the east of the map, a moment of 
tranquillity makes a welcome interlude to the carnage 
elsewhere. 
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The battle at the road bridge becomes more intense. 
Axis Pumas join the fray and with no anti-tank 
capability, the 5th Airborne appear to be in trouble. 
 
1st Commando send sappers to start construction of a 
17-pounder AT gun 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, 10th Armour have been quietly gathering 
their resources and bring their first Sherman tank into 
play. 
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A combination of mortar fire and AT guns destroys the 
5th Airborne forward HQ. 
The 1st Commando 17-pounder opens up on the Axis 
vehicles, forcing them back. 
As the 5th Airborne bring up a 57mm AT gun to assist, 
a large number of Axis infantry threaten to overwhelm 
the area, but a Stuart tank from the 1st Commandos 
helps to push them back again. 
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To the east, 1st Commando infantry near the foot bridge 
are targeted by multiple nebelwerfers and after 
suffering heavy casualties are forced to retreat.  
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The 6th Commandos send a unit to support at the road 
bridge, although they are eventually forced to retreat 
after taking heavy losses. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The Axis forces gather on the road bridge, with lots of 
AT guns opening fire on the nearby allies. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
To the east, the 6th Commandos built a 25-pounder 
artillery gun, while to the south of the road bridge, the 
1st Commandos do likewise. 
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Both 25-pounder artillery guns open up on the road 
bride, in a combined barrage that devastates the Axis 
forces there, forcing them to pull back. 
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The Axis have now been completely pushed back to 
the north of the map and it is only a question of time 
before Allied forces start their final push. 
 
The Allies just need time to build up a decent assault 
force. 
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10th Armour sends a group of tanks across the road 
bridge to start the assault.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
After some success they are forced to pull back from 
the At guns and panzershrek armed infantry. 
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5th Airborne drops paratroops onto the bridge but they 
are ripped apart by mortar fire and barely escape alive. 
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1st Commando infantry units (including commandos) 
push forward onto the road bridge and engage the Axis 
units to the north. They suffer heavy losses due to the 
Axis mortars and are forced to pull back again. 
 
Meanwhile the 5th Airborne cunningly paradrops 
airborne troops and an AT gun to the north of the map, 
between the first and second Axis bases. 
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At the foot bridge, Commando units from the 6th 
Commando company start to push across the bridge 
and into the fourth Axis base. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Shortly afterwards, the 5th Airborne forces behind 
enemy lines succeed in destroying the second Axis 
base. 
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As the 6th Commando troops in the Axis base come 
under fire from flame pioneers, tanks from the 10th 
Armour company make a second push across the road 
bridge. 
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Meanwhile the 5th Airborne troops continue rampaging 
through the Axis bases, destroying the HQ building 
from the first Axis base. 
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The Axis bases continue to fall as more Allied troops 
and vehicles push into them. 
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A Calliope Sherman from the 10th armour crosses the 
road bridge and starts bombarding the third Axis base.����
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The 1st Commando troops finally get word that the “big 
push” has already started and belatedly move their 
forces across the road bridge to join in. 
 
They also finally field a Sherman Firefly, although it 
will sadly not see any combat. 
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The final Axis base is destroyed by the combined allied 
forces and victory is once more theirs.����
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
